January is named for Janus (Ianuarius), the 
god of the doorway; the name has its 
beginnings in Roman mythology, coming from 
the Latin word for door (ianua) - January is the 
door to the year. Traditionally, the original 
Roman calendar consisted of 10 months, 
totaling 304 days, winter being considered a 
monthless period. Around 713 BC, the semi-
mythical successor of Romulus, King Numa 
Pompilius, is supposed to have added the 
months of January and February, allowing the 
calendar to equal a standard lunar year (355 
days). The first day of the month is known as 
New Year's Day. Although March was 
originally the first month in the old Roman 
Calendar,

News for 2009 Animal Projects 
 
2009 Livestock Animal Age Requirements 
To address concerns brought before the Maryland State Animal Science Committee this year, 
guidelines concerning birthdates of livestock project animals have been established.  To be eligible for 
competition in 2009 as a 4-H project animal, the following birthdates must be used. 
Beef and Finished Dairy Steers – Born no earlier than January 1 of the previous year (for 2009 
show animals, January 2008) 
 
Market Lambs and Hogs – Born no earlier than January 1 of the current show year 
 
Market Goats – Born no earlier than Oct. 15 of the previous year (for 2009 animals, Oct. 15, 2008) 
Age of animal (date of birth to include at least month and year) must be recorded on the livestock 
registration paper turned in at tagging. 
All animals may be mouthed at any time to verify eligibility based on presence of lamb/calf/kid teeth. 
 
2009 Quality Assurance Requirements 
2009 is a Quality Assurance Training year for ALL Carroll County Livestock and Dairy 4-H Project 
members.  If you carry a breeding or market project in Beef, Sheep Swine, Meat Goat, Dairy 
Goat, Dairy Steer or Dairy Cattle, you must attend a quality assurance class this year.  
 
This statewide initiative was developed to teach quality assurance training to every 4-H project 
member carrying an animal project with all species to be implemented by 2010.  Quality Assurance 
training teaches youth about proper feed and medication handling, injection sites and medication 
records, ethics and animal handling.  Look for training dates offered in the next Tribune 
newsletter! 

 
 

Certificates of Veterinary Inspection and Self Certification Updates 
As you prepare for the coming show season, remember that all livestock need to have a 
Certificate of Veterinary Inspection issued by your veterinarian and stamped by one of the 
MD Animal Health offices no more than 60 days prior to your first show held in the state of 
Maryland. If you are going out of state to exhibit, you will need to follow that show’s 
guidelines for when your Interstate health papers are needed.  Don’t forget the Self 
Certification form you are required to complete when loading your animals as you leave for 
the show.   
 

New for 2009 - all Rabbits, Poultry and Horses will also have to have a 
Self Certification form filled out.  You will be able to find all the forms you 
need at the Maryland Animal Health Website after January 1 at 
 http://www.mda.state.md.us/animal_health/  Look for the link to ―Fair/Show 
information‖.  Be sure to check and see you have the 2009 information
