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NEW BREEDING AND PERFORMANCE LEASE 

ARRANGEMENT, GUIDELINES AND UNDERSTANDING  

AND RELEASE FORMS 

Please take the time to read over ALL of these revised documents.  
  

Revisions specific to Performance Animal Lease: Addition of Alpacas, 

Llamas and Pack Goats.  Increased the number of performance animals 

that could be leased by a 4-H member from three to four.  Allows up to 

two 4-H members to lease/own the same animal.  However, the animal 

may not be exhibited in the same fair class by both individuals.  A 4-H 

member may both lease and own animals within the same project area(s) 

covered by the Performance Lease program.  
 

Revisions specific to Breeding Animal Lease: As in the past, 4-H 

members may not both own and lease animals within the same project 

area during the SAME 4-H year.  However, ownership during the 

previous year does not make the member ineligible to participate in the 

Lease program.  Clarified that within a year, an animal in the Breeding 

Lease program may only be shown in 4-H Shows by the 4-H member who 

is leasing the animal.   
 

Revisions made to the Maryland 4-H Horse and Pony rulebook as 

necessary to reflect changes made to the Performance Animal Lease
